Subject ,  WORLD PEACE

When our church has stood for peace since its organization 217 years ago, even in the face of 

Ridicule for its stand … and now that the world is beginning to awaken to the value of our position

World against war.


If peace is to be made permanent, it must rest upon christian education and not on mere

ANDREW CARNEGIE, pinned to the wall of his home an illustration from a magazine.


It showed a soldier leaving his home and loved ones, his horse was saddled and ready, 


His wife stood by him in tears, His little girl held out her hand as if to protest.  Underneath the


Picture was printed the inscription, “Are You Going to Kill some Other Little Girls Father?”


MR. CARNEGIE sent copies of that picture to all the crowned heads of Europe and elsewhere,



Thus having had his say about the cause of Peace.
